In this course we will be examining various questions that arise in biomedical ethics. The purpose of
the course is to provide an overview of ongoing debates in contemporary biomedical ethics, while at

the same time developing students’ critical thinking and analytic skills. We will start by examining
the use of moral principles in biomedical ethics as foundation for thinking about ethical dilemmas.
Over the quarter we will examine ethical questions in reproductive ethics, including enhancement,
and abortion. We will also look at questions about autonomy, human agency, and the intentional
ending of life. We will then look at ethical problems raised by the current pandemic such as the
allocation of scarce resources, and the role of precautionary thinking
